STARTER

1) Write the heading los animales on the
board. Ask the class to say all the words they
know for animals already and write them
on the board. Then ask the students to look
at the article and add the animals that
feature in it to the list on the board.

2) Explain that you use the verb jugar with
sports that involve a ball and practicar with
other sports. Write these two verbs on the
board and ask the class to say which words
from the sports in the article should appear
under each heading.

At this stage they could give some
simple descriptions of one of the
personalities, such as their name, country of
origin, their profession and physical
attributes.
