Why do you think graphic novels are so
powerful at getting children reading,
especially those who might struggle with
traditional books?

Words and images together are a very powerful

combination. In the same way that picture books
engage very young children, graphic novels and comics
immediate draw in readers with action, emotion,
and conversations. Seeing the expressions on the
characters, their body language, and the context of the
conversations can give excellent readers—and struggling
readers—the exciting entry points into a story. As Lewis
Carroll wrote, “And what is the use of a book,” thought
Alice, “without pictures or conversations?” Graphic novels
have both!

When you first launched Graphix, there wasn’t
much shelf space for graphic novels for kids.
What changed over the past 20 years to make
them so central to children’s reading today?

The major change that happened is that graphic novels offered
a longer and richer reading experience to children. Many
children love comics and newspaper cartoons, but back in 2005
there wasn’t much out there with longer adventures and stories |

for children. Now there are shelves of wonderful graphic novels
that offer rich, dramatic, engaging, long-form storytelling that
feels completely satisfying.
